CHOSEN & CONSECRATED

1. Chosen to be

(Genesis 12:1-4 NIV) The Lord had said to Abram, “Go from your country, your
people and your father’s household to the land | will show you. “I will make you
into a great nation, and | will bless you; | will make your name great, and you
will be a blessing...all peoples on earth will be blessed through you.” So
Abram went, as the Lord had told him; and Lot went with him. Abram was
seventy-five years old when he set out from Harran

(Galatians 3:29 NIV) If you belong to Christ, then you are Abraham’s seed, and
heirs according to the promise.

(Ephesians 1:11 NLT) ... because we are united with Christ, we have received
an inheritance from God, for he chose us in advance, and he makes everything
work out according to his plan.

2. Chosen to be

(Ephesians 1:4 NLT) ... before he made the world, God loved us and chose us in
Christ to be holy and without fault in his eyes.

(Colossians 1:22 NLT) ... he has reconciled you to himself through the death of
Christ in his physical body. As a result, he has brought you into his own
presence, and you are holy and blameless as you stand before him without a
single fault.
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3. Consecrated to be

(Exodus 19:5-6 NLT) “Now if you will obey me and keep my covenant, you will be
my own special treasure from among all the peoples on earth; for all the earth
belongs to me. And you will be my kingdom of priests....”

(1 Peter 2:5a NLT) And you are living stones that God is building into his spiritual
temple. What's more, you are his holy priests.

(Leviticus 8:22-24 NLT) Then Moses presented the other ram, ... Aaron and his
sons laid their hands on the ram’s head, and Moses slaughtered it. Then Moses
took some of its blood and applied it to the lobe of Aaron’s right ear, the thumb of
his right hand, and the big toe of his right foot. Next Moses presented Aaron’s
sons and applied some of the blood to the lobes of their right ears, the thumbs of
their right hands, and the big toes of their right feet. He then splattered the rest of
the blood against all sides of the altar.
